The area contains many important native trees, including mature trees, very
mature trees and veterans. These include English Oaks on privately-owned land,
as in the photo below.

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Trees on privately-owned land, however, are increasingly subject to felling — primarily to
facilitate rear garden development. Between 2010 and 2016, a net loss of one
in three trees was sustained, including:

+ 38 trees at Sarum Chase, 23 West HeattRoad
« 24 trees at the Kidderpore Avenue south (Barrattkite

* 41 trees at the Kidderpore Avenue north (Hampstead Manor) site
11 trees at 41 Frognal

+ 13 tree removals sought at 28 Redington Road (May 2020).

ProximiTREE data comparing 2010 with 2016 indicate a 37% reduction in the number of
trees from 8,009 in 2010 to 5,062 by 2016. This entailed a 26% canopy loss over the
period, from 31.3% canopy cover to 23.2%.
